They are
learning to grow crops like a prairie, manufacture tough materials in benign conditions like
an abalone, find drug plants like a chimp, clone mussel protein for non-toxic glue, create
non-toxic paint inspired by a butterfly’s pigment, and create material cascades in business
like a mature forest.

“This workshop will help people discover how nature is beginning to influence innova-
tion and development of ideas; participants will also learn about and apply the Biomimicry
Design Process to real-life challenges,” said Christina Thomure, Director of Sustainable Op-
erations.
