July 13-15, 2007 at Grand Targhee Resort in Alta, Wyoming.  A weekend of incredible music, arts 
and crafts, special foods and activities kicks off Friday afternoon at 4:00 pm with headliner Galactic 
performing at 8:00 p.m.  Music continues at 12:00 pm on Saturday and Sunday (see complete 
schedule below).  
 
Admission to Friday’s kick-off party is $40, with a Saturday only ticket costing $55 and Sunday only 
available for $45  Weekend music lovers will save $50 by purchasing a special 3-day weekend fes-
tival pass for $90 per adult and a three-day music pass with camping is $115. Music continues in 
the Trap Friday and Saturday nights starting at 10:00 p.m. with performances by Chanman Roots 
Band and the Hooligan All-Stars.   
 
Children 12 and under receive FREE ADMISSION to all musical performances when accompanied 
by an adult.  Lodging, camping and RV space at Grand Targhee Resort can be reserved by calling 
the resort directly.  
 
Resort officials are expecting a great crowd and caution that tickets MUST BE PURCHASED IN 
ADVANCE for all performances.  “We have certainly elevated the quality of entertainment at our 
summer festivals, and this particular event promises to thrill any and all music lovers,” said Susie 
Barnett-Bushong, resort spokesperson.  A festival ticket is required to access the resort July 13-15 
and tickets are available at local ticket outlets or by calling the resort’s Activity Center through July
